We need to Keep it Going ! 

Last month, on the last day of Hanukkah, one of our members, Judy Reznik, received a life altering 

phone call.   Around 6 am while she was already at a hospital in Slidell and about to get dialysis, some-

thing she needs three times a week because of her non-functioning kidneys, she received a phone call 

telling her to go immediately to Ochsner Hospital.  Her kidney transplant was going to happen that day!   

Judy drove herself from Slidell to New Orleans and while in transit her car had a flat tire.  A number of frantic phone 

calls later, a backup plan was put in place to get her to the hospital.  Later that afternoon the surgeon came out to the 

waiting room and delivered the good news to Judyôs husband, Al, that the transplant went well and that Judyôs new kid-

ney seemed to be functioning. 

In the next month Judy will be monitored extremely closely to make sure that the transplant was successful.  She will 

need to go to the hospital daily for approximately 3 weeks but with the loving support of her husband, Al, and her 

daughter and son-inlaw, Heidi and Troy Teadt, Judy should make a full recovery. 

The Big ñIFò 

It turns out that there is an important if that has to be overcome.  Judy is going to need to go on many medications, some 

for the rest of her life, to ensure that her new kidney will continue to function and not be rejected by her body.  Some of 

the prescriptions are not covered by their insurance and since both Al and Judy are retired, there is a very real concern 

about paying for these medications, some of which cost over 4 figures after insurance.   The principal of our religious 

school, Sandy Brenner, recently told our students about this situation and all of the children voted to give our tzedakah 

money this year to Judy.  Every child raised their hands in support of Judy, who teaches in the religious school.  I cannot 

begin to tell you how proud I was to see our children quickly and positively respond to this need.   

The tzedakah funds will help, but they are not enough. I urge you to make a donation to help our Judy. There are two 

ways friends and family may donate in order to help the Reznikôs at this critical time. The Reznikôs have opened a spe-

cial fund at Capital One Bank. Please make checks to the Judyth G. Reznik Donation Fund and drop off at your near-

est Capital One Bank.
